	Activities and Formative Assessments

	**Daily goal setting and reflection on progress at the end of class

	Challenge Project: (10 points)

-include 2 caricatures on one project that share a relationship

-Descriptive paragraph explaining how students could actually use their projects for a purpose beyond this class


	Possible Modifications for students with special needs:

-description of character could be shared verbally in addition to written

-reduced number of exercises/sketches

-reflection only on Friday to summarize the week OR daily reflections in home language and final summary in English

-work in groups when possible to generate and share ideas

-use Google Translate for daily instructions and to translate assessments

-students may directly copy a caricature from another resource (or slightly change another artist's work)
